We are getting closer to our 2012 Char-Tour trip to Nicaragua. This letter is a survey of those who might be interested in joining us. We would like to invite you on this wonderful humanitarian trip that will greatly benefit the children of the Venga Tu Reino orphanage and the surrounding village of Barrio which is east of Leon, Nicaragua.  It is people like you that allow us to deliver supplies and services, as well as goodwill to these destitute people. Nearly 90% of the families live in a very impoverished state of existence in this particular area. The people still have positive attitudes and are grateful for any aid delivered, especially the children. You will have a choice of a shorter trip which will focus only on humanitarian work at the orphanage and village, or you may choose both the humanitarian work, plus a tour of some of the outstanding points of interest in Nicaragua.

· Humanitarian Trip Only: Three days of humanitarian work east of Leon, where we will deliver supplies and work on projects that will benefit the community and the orphanage near the small village of Barrio. We will also participate in activities with the children. With two days of rest and recovery in Granada and one day of travel each way to Nicaragua, the total time allocated for the trip will be 7 days.

· Humanitarian Trip and Tour: This will include the humanitarian trip above plus a tour of possible destinations listed below. The total trip time would be 10 days.

Selva Negra Coffee Plantation and Resort (Located in the cloud forest east of Maltigalpa, and founded 

by a family of Germans in the early 1900’s.

Granada (Granada is a picturesque European colonial-style town that is one of the oldest on the American continent. Founded by Captain Francisco de Cordoba in 1524, the town sits near the edge of Lake Nicaragua). Granada will include: Monbocho Volcano (Cloud Forest) National Park, a boat tour of the isletas of Lake Nicaragua. 

San Juan del Sur (San Juan del Sur is a quaint fishing village on the southern coast of Nicaragua known for its beautiful beach, stunning sunsets, and restaurants that enjoy a great view of the shoreline), or the Barcelo Resort on the beach at Montelimar.

 The cost is $1600 per person (double occupancy) for the humanitarian trip only. The cost for the longer trip is $2200. We will travel in 12-passenger travel vans. Our accommodations will include breakfast and dinner daily, and clean lodging that has air conditioning and hot water. The cost of the trip includes all of the above plus airfare, all ground transportation, and excursions. All participants are asked to bring one personal suitcase, and one extra suitcase or duffel bag with supplies that will be given to the orphanage and surrounding village. Assignments for what supplies to bring will be given out before the trip. Myself and my native Nicaraguan assistant, Alejandro Rocha will be your guides for the entire trip. 

One hundred percent of the humanitarian trip should be tax deductible*. Approximately two-thirds of the cost of the full 10 day Charitour will be tax deductible*, because part of the trip cost will be considered a donation to the Worldwide Child Relief Foundation. 

 The Worldwide Child Relief Foundation (WCRF) is an IRS qualified 501(c) non-profit organization, so all donations are tax deductible. WCRF is a small organization of volunteers and has no paid employees at this time.

We would like to depart around March 18, 2012. We hope to have the exact dates set by mid-February. If you’re interested in joining us, please contact me at 530.903.5153 for more information.
